Physiology Experiments - 2013
Design an original controlled experiment that produces measurable, quantifiable data to investigate some aspect of the human organ systems.  Ideas are listed below, but other original ideas are encouraged.
Provide your own materials or request materials from the teacher.
If the experiment can’t be conducted and completed with data collected in a 45 minute period in class on Thurs 5/2 (Per. 1, 2, 3) / Fri 5/3 (Per. 4, 5, 6), then your group will need to make arrangements to conduct this on your own time.  If this is so, the 45 minute period can be then used to collect and analyze data in your group. 

Experimental design needs to be approved by: Thurs 4/25 (Per. 1, 2, 3) / Fri 4/26 (Per. 4, 5, 6).
Final formal lab report is due on: Thurs 5/9 (Per. 1, 2, 3) / Fri 5/10 (Per. 4, 5, 6).

Nervous System
· Investigate some factor that affects the reception of signals by one of your five senses.

· Investigate some factor that affects your reaction time.
· Investigate some factor that affects your memory.
· Investigate the two-point threshold (sensitivity to pressure) of different parts of your body.
Skeletal System
· Investigate the strength of different types of bone.
Muscular System
· Investigate some factor that affects muscle performance / onset of fatigue.
Circulatory System

· Investigate some factor that affects pulse (heart rate), blood pressure, or blood flow.
Respiratory System
· Investigate some factor that affects the rate of respiration.

Digestive System
· Investigate some factor that affects the process of digesting proteins, carbohydrates, or lipids.
· Investigate some factor that affects your energy.
